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CREATION/EVOLUTION LECTURES
CREATE NEW MINISTRY

	 When God led Gerald and Kathy Whitely to join the Titus International Team in 1996, their 
ministry was centered primarily in the country of Romania. Gerald shares with us in this summer 
issue of the Titus Newsletter how God has changed and broadened their ministry through the 
past 13 years.
	 “The Lord opened doors and burdened our hearts for evangelism in Romania in August 
of 1990.  The first real needs were for Scriptures, to equip pastors, and to help congregations in 
Romania.  Our ministry began with shipping 40 ft. containers to Romania filled with New 
Testaments, building materials, sturdy clothing, school supplies, medical supplies and 
food.  Romania now has several Christian bookstores, and people now have access to Bibles, if 
they really want one.  
	 As I was thinking and praying about new methods and means in reaching young 
people in Romania and other parts of the world, God gave me the opportunity to talk with 
a Romanian student here in the States regarding the scientific evidence supporting the 
Biblical account of Creation. The more we talked, the more excited he became. Our discussion 
really strengthened his faith in the Word of God. Having been a student of science, and having 
taught science in Christian schools for 14 years, I suppose I have taken all of these proofs for 
granted. I began to see how God could strengthen the believer’s faith while opening the eyes of 
unbelievers to the truth of Scripture on Origins. Thus, began a new and exciting ministry for us. 
	 In 2003, I developed a Creation/Evolution lecture to open discussions about origins 
and the Bible.  This has been a hot button for thousands of high school and college age 
young people.  I have used these discussions to share the Gospel with literally thousands of 
students in Romania, Cameroon, and Mexico. I have had invitations to Venezuela, South Africa, 
Costa Rica and Botswana, and am waiting on the Lord to supply the needed funds.
 	 I have spoken in many churches in America at special services named appropriately, 
“Creation Sunday,” and have used the love gifts from these meetings to subsidize my trips 
overseas.
	 It would be my joy to present this ministry, should your church be interested in reaching high 
school and college age young people through a Creation Seminar. I have nineteen replica fossils, 
books and pamphlets, and hundreds of power point pictures that will captivate young and old 
alike.

	 We were so grateful for the Titus Drama Team’s costumes and staging.  The auditorium was decorated according 
to that time, handmade presents were displayed, and the music Jewish, as we attempted to provide an atmosphere 
like at the time of Esther.  Everyone seemed to enjoy themselves and wanted to be invited back again next year!
	 I am very glad that about 35 women from our church helped in the preparation of this conference.  We became a 
team and this Friday plan to fast and thank God for what He did.  In the evening we will break the fast with a party!  It 
will be easy for the women to get together because the men of the church and their sons are planning a weekend of 
camping!”

	 It has been my distinct pleasure to go to Eastern Europe on two separate missionary 
adventures with Dave Marcum and others from Titus.  In 1999, I had the joy of visiting Moldova, 
Ukraine, and Romania.  It was my first ‘over-seas’ experience, so a trip of firsts for me.  It was 
my first time to cross the Atlantic.  It was my first time to be in a former Soviet Bloc country.  It 
was my first time to teach in a Bible College.  It was my first time to hitchhike, to eat ‘reindeer’ 
meat, and to ‘get’ wedged into the back seat of a police jeep while being threatened with 30 
days in jail.   It goes without saying, that some of my firsts were, uh, more pleasant than others.
	 How my heart was challenged by this up-close-and-personal view of missions work.  The 
dedication of the church leaders and workers I met was so very humbling.  The words of Isaac 

Watts come to mind, “Love so amazing, so divine, demands my soul, my life, my all.”   Often, 
there is a dedication to service that is rarely demonstrated in America.  I witnessed national 

pastors working with far less, yet making a greater impact in the lives of others than we in the States.  I remember asking Gerald 
Ziemer while in Romania, “Do you have everything you need in order to serve the Lord here?”  His response, ‘If we do not have it, then 
we don’t need it.’  In other words, God had provided all they required for the ministry to which He called them.  That word picture of 
contentment is as vivid as ever.  What a poignant reminder of who is to be our ‘First Love.’
	 Later, in 2006, I once again had the privilege of going to Romania with a team of seven from Berean Baptist Church, 
Sciotoville, Ohio, the church I pastored at the time.  Brother Dave Marcum served as our tour guide, leader, etc.  It was indeed an ‘eye-
opening’ experience for all who went.  I believe that the memories of that trip will forever be with us.  Going on a missions trip, does in 
a short period, what a lifetime of reading and listening to missionary stories can rarely do.  It engenders a passion to do more for the 
cause of Christ, not only abroad, but also at home.  To go, or not go, if that is your question, I encourage you, to go on a missionary 
adventure.  You will never be the same!

Serving on the Titus Board gives me contact with what the Lord is doing in the lives and ministries of 
our missionaries.

Rod Winyard – Pastor and Faithful Board Member

I went on short-term missions trips with Titus International to the Ukraine and Moldova in 1995 and 
1996. I still think of those trips! I saw that the Titus staff on these trips (i.e. Dave Marcum and Fred 
Bennett) was the real thing! They were the same type of Christians wherever they served (in the 
office, at home, or overseas). They had a love for all Christians and non-Christians that, to me, was 
Biblical and authentic.

In 2003, when God allowed me to go to Romania to be a part of the Annual Field Conference and to 
help make plans for Camp Eli, I saw that the Titus missionaries and nationals have that same type of 
Godly love that all of the Titus staff has.

A professor at the Bible School which I attended said that after a few years, a church somewhat takes 
on the personality and demeanor of the pastor. I believe that he is absolutely correct, and I believe that 
is one big reason why the Lord blesses Titus.  The staff, led by Dave Marcum, really portrays the love of 

Christ, and the missionaries and nationals that are with Titus are tapping into that type of genuine Biblical lifestyle. 

Titus has certainly grown over the years, but I like to think it is somewhat like the church where I minister, “Large Enough To Serve, But 
Small Enough To Care.” I hope and pray that this attitude will continue until our Lord returns. 
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The following is an excerpt of a letter of one of the ladies who attended the first WOMEN’S 
CONFERENCE in CHISINAU, MOLDOVA (see accompanying article on page 6). This will break 
and thrill your heart at the same time:

 “The message I heard at the conference made me get to thinking what I could do to help other 
women around me, so as soon as I came back from the conference I visited two ladies:
One of them gave birth to twins last December, but one of girls died at 7 months old. The other twin is 
still alive, but very weak.  Some years ago, her 4 year old daughter died of burns she received when 
she turned a jar of boiling water on herself.  When the mother had twins her husband left her and now 
she is living with her brother’s family and has a destroyed soul.  I visited her to encourage her, to 
assure her that God is Good and loves us even when life is too difficult.
 
The other woman was a slave in Chechnya with 18 other women in the house.  For 3 years her family, 
a husband with two children, thought she was dead.  After 3 years one Ukrainian woman and this 
woman escaped, by traveling through the mountains and forests.  
  When she returned home and told her husband what had happened he left her!  I invited her to 
church and she comes!  Her heart is broken and her life very difficult; even her family does not want to 
support her.
 
I pray for them, want to encourage them and love them; yes, and even take care of them.  
Thank you for the Women’s Conference which inspired me to serve other women and lead 
them to Christ.”

SENIOR TRIP DOUBLES AS MISSIONS TRIP
        When I returned from my first mission trip to Romania in 1990, I was excited about the needs and 
opportunities.  But somehow, I couldn’t seem to get people as excited about Romania as I was; they 
just didn’t seem to “get it.”  So, I started using a different strategy: I didn’t tell them; I didn’t show them 
pictures; I just took them along, and then they got excited for themselves!  Since 1991, our Christian school 
has taken each Senior Class on a mission trip.  To be sure, it is expensive and a lot of work, but the 
results are worth it!  Our students have returned with a new view of the world.  Many have had their lives 
rearranged.  Some have gone into full-time missions, but all have come back with a new appreciation 
of the many blessings that God has given us as Americans.
	 Our fundraising tactics have grown over the years, but the theme is the same:  if you want to travel 
overseas and experience the world, you have to work!  The Juniors can’t wait for their Senior Class trip!  We 
bought Christmas trees in upper Indiana to sell in Chattanooga; we have sold candy hearts and flowers on 
Valentine’s Day.  We collected junk and have had school yard sales that have cleared $3,000!  Our latest is 
selling poinsettias to churches and businesses at Christmas time.  The point is not “how” or “what,” but that 
we are motivated to do the work!  We usually take two weeks, one during spring break and leverage another 
week before or after it.  We leave on Monday and return on Saturday, thirteen days later.  The time off school 
is justified because we visit great places like London, Dublin, Paris, Munich, or Budapest.  The cost is usually 
about $1500 per person and parents are invited to go (they have to pay their own way).  
	 An important consideration in choosing where to go is to have a good missionary contact.  They must 
either have teenage children or have a heart for teenagers.  We schedule a couple of days of work helping the 
missionary (cleaning or painting) and a ministry for our students to do on Sunday (singing and testimonies).  
We also have several days for sightseeing and travel.  We take gospel tracts to distribute while we travel (in 
the local languages).  Many e-mail pen pals have developed since English is frequently a second language 
overseas.  
        Much planning, preparation and prayer is needed for a successful Senior/Missions Trip, but is it 
well worth the effort and cost when you can witness the change in the lives of young people.

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FOR OUR ORPHANS IN MOLDOVA!

	 Three years ago, January 1, 2006, Shelly and I stood alone on a campus 
that was deserted and quiet, students and teachers being home for the New 
Year.  Large posters hung on bulletin boards announcing upcoming concerts 
or theatrical events; smaller posters spoke of recitals, chess clubs, parties, and 
even Bible studies.  The wind, ever so gently, swept through campus and on 
through town.  Nearby a fountain leapt and splashed.  
	 We were visiting the oldest university in Florida: Stetson University in the heart 
of Deland.  Around us loomed tall buildings with white pillars, Greek inscriptions, and 
massive doors.  I thought of the ingenuity that created such charming architecture— 
the blueprints and careful management of finances or the awesome carpentry and 
masonry, all done through the course of years.  Slowly we meandered through the 
campus imbibing the clues— both large and small— that betrayed the character of the 
school.    
 	 For us it was a solemn moment.  We carried with us the memories of yesteryear 

and reflected on the potentials of the New Year.  Foremost on my mind was the future 
of our sons.  Then, suddenly, we discovered the Music Department and my curiosity 

peaked.  Quickly I reached for the door with little hope of entering the building—staff and students being gone.  But, alas, 
the door was unlocked.  Full of excitement, Shell and I entered.  Wow!  We were immediately struck by the pure quality of 
the place—instruments and trophies, alike, polished and locked behind glass doors.  The floor was spotless; pictures of 
musicians hung on walls.  Then a rack of brochures caught my eye and soon my hope was realized: the university offered 
music lessons for children.  
	 The rest is history.  Our son was assigned the best student-pianist on 
campus, a church-janitor—hearing him practice daily in the church—gave 
him a piano, and Shell and I pinched our pennies to pay for lessons.  Within 
seven months, our son went from practicing on a plastic toy-piano purchased 
at Wal-Mart to performing on a $30,000 Steinway Grand Piano at his first 
recital.  Today he receives free lessons at the Cuchetti School of Music—a 
well-reputed music school.  
	 But what is a talent when not invested, or what is light under a bowl? 
These were merely the events leading to something far greater; namely, 
Silas at the piano and me in the pulpit as we ministered in a series 
of meetings.  Our purpose was to help feed orphans in Moldova.  And 
though the crowds were small, the people gave generously and cheerfully—
just the way God likes it.  One girl quietly gave what she had: a handful of 
change.  A group of fifteen people gave $300; a high-school friend gave $200.  
These are just a few instances of people happy to help.     
	 Giving is good, but not just for any cause.  Rather, giving is good when we give to efforts we feel are important— 
efforts in which we can give cheerfully.  Moldova is a young country burdened with alcoholism.  Not the casual social 
drinking common in Europe, but the addiction that controls and ruins families. In Moldova, Titus International cares for 18 
orphans.  Thank you to all who gave.  Your giving helped us feed our orphans, many of which whose homes were 
ruined by alcohol.  May God fill you with much joy!

	 Dale and Anabelle come from very different backgrounds. Dale was saved at the age 
of 19 at a Bill Gothard Seminar in California. He attended Pensacola Christian College where 
his interest in missions began. Dale is a skilled building contractor and has used his skills in 
the Lord’s work in a marvelous way. 
	 Upon making a short-term missions trip to the Philippines in 1999, he met Anabelle 
Balancio.  Anabelle is a Filipino National who grew up in a Catholic home. She had not heard 
the true Gospel of Christ until Dale shared it with her. Dale led her to the Lord and some 
months later, they were married in the Philippines.  It was a great struggle to be able to 
obtain permission from U.S. Immigration to bring Anabelle to the States, but after some time, 
she finally arrived in America.
	 God gave Dale and Anabelle a lovely daughter, Daeana, and together they have 
served the Lord faithfully in their home church (Grace Baptist) in Chattanooga, Tennessee.
	 They know that God is leading in a new direction for their lives. They have a great 
burden to return to the Philippines to work and minister.  They write, “Our vision is to share 
the love of Christ and His word with a Filipino culture steeped in Catholicism and superstition. 

We desire to build relationships with those God puts in our path. We desire to help in a small way with their physical needs 
which, by God’s grace, will lead to opening their ears and eyes to their true need, which is spiritual.”

	 Tom and Sue were both saved as teenagers. They both attended 
Word of Life Bible Institute and later Baptist Bible College. While at 
college, they married and began to seek God’s will together.
	 The Dennisons are not new to the Philippines. The Lord led them 
there in 1986. For over 20 years, they enjoyed a fruitful ministry at a 
Bible Institute and then a local church-oriented youth program. The 
Lord also blessed them with five daughters during their years in the 
Philippines.
	 In 2007, the Dennisons felt the Lord leading them into a different 
ministry, and believing this to be in the USA, they moved back to New 
Hampshire. After a year of seeking God, they became convinced that 
God wanted them back in the Philippines. They are extremely excited to 
get back to Manila and begin a new ministry reaching youth for Christ. 

The needs are great in Manila, with a student population in the millions and probably 93% of them trusting in idols instead of the 
Savior.
	 This fine missionary family knows the language and the culture, and is anxious to be on their way.
